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I. DEMOGRAPHIC AND LAND USE ANALYSIS

A. Population Characteristics and Their Implications for Evacuation
Dynamics

1. Overall Population®

Similar to the rest of Florida, Hernando County has experienced large amounts of
growth over the years. In 1950, Hernando County had a population of 6,693. By 2000,
the population of Hernando County increased to 130,802 persons. In 2006, the
population of Hernando County had increased by 26,204 (20.0%) since the 2000
Census. The Florida Legislature's Office of Economic and Demographic Research projects
the current 2006 population estimate of 157,006 to grow to 173,986 by 2010 and to
193,826 by 2015 (Table 1B-1a).

2. Group Quarters Population

In 2000, there were 2,122 Hernando County residents living in group quarters (1.6% of
the population); 1,717 of these were institutionalized in correctional facilities, nursing
homes, and juvenile institutions, while the other 405 were in other group quarters, such
as college dormitories, group homes and military quarters (Table IB-11a and Map P5).
The remaining 128,680 residents lived in households. In 2006 ACS, the group quarters
population had increased significantly to 3,362, about 2% of the total (Table IB-11b).
The age composition changed during the period — in 2006, only about 55% of the group
guarters population was 65 years or older, up from 49.3% in 2000. Still, this was
significantly higher than the proportion of elderly in group quarters in the State of
Florida in 2006 (24.2%).

! population estimates and projections customarily distinguish between the permanent resident population in a
jurisdiction (people who reside in the location year-round or at least half of the time) and the seasonal population
(people who reside in the location only a portion of the year or who are visitors, such as tourists). The permanent
resident population is further broken into those who reside in Aouseholds (occupied housing units) and those who
are in group quarters, such as correctional facilities, nursing homes, military quarters, group homes, etc. The
decennial census and the Census Bureau’s new American Community Survey (ACS) present results for the permanent
resident population, but not for the seasonal population. However, both the census and the ACS present data on
vacant housing units, including those that are for seasonal use. Typically, local jurisdictions use these seasonal
housing unit estimates, along with hotel and motel inventories, to prepare estimates and projections of the seasonal
population for planning purposes. The estimates and projections prepared by the University of Florida's Bureau of
Economic and Business Research (BEBR) also refer to the permanent resident population. Most of the data
presented in this section is drawn from the sample portion of the 2000 Census of Population and Housing (Summary
File 3) and from the 2006 ACS. The latter was tabulated only for the 40 counties that had a 2006 population of at
least 65,000 permanent residents, so there is no 2006 ACS data for the 27 smallest counties in the State of Florida —
in those counties, the 2006 tables will show “N.A.” in all cells. Note that the annual ACS is collected for a much
smaller sample than the 2000 Census, resulting in much larger margins of error. In addition, there are differences in
the methodology that can affect the meaning of the data collected. As a result, comparisons should be made with
caution. In some cases, although 2006 ACS data was tabulated for a county, the small sample size resulted in
insufficient data to fill all of the cells in a given table — in those cases, the 2006 tables will show “N.A.” in selected
cells.
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3. Housing Units by Type

Of the 62,727 housing units in Hernando County at the time of the 2000 Census, 70.7%
(44,370) were single-family, 7.4% (4,627) were multi-family, and the other 21.9%
(13,730) were mobile homes, boats, recreational vehicles (RVs) or others used as
dwelling units (Table 1B-4a). Of those units, 7,302 (11.6%) were vacant (Map H2), with
the highest vacancy rates found among multi-family buildings and among mobile homes.
Mobile home/RV parks are dispersed throughout Hernando County. The County has
140,000 acres® designated for mobile homes. On average, about 17% of the persons
in occupied dwelling units in the County reside in mobile home units. A listing of the
mobile home/RV parks is featured in the Critical Facilities Section. Maps H5 and H6 show
where mobile homes, boats, and RVs were concentrated in 2000. According to the 2006
ACS, the total number of housing units in Hernando County had increased by 14,696
and the number of vacant units rose to almost 12,000 (15.4% of the total). In the same
period, the number of mobile homes, boats, recreational vehicles and other units
declined, from 13,730 to 15,780 (Table IB-4b).

4. Occupied Housing Units (Households)

There were 55,425 occupied housing units (households) in Hernando County in 2000,
86.5% of which were occupied by owners and 13.5% by renters (Table 1B-4a). By 2006
(ACS), the number of households had risen to 65,532, while the proportion of owner-
occupied units remained stable at 86.5% (Table 1B-4b).

5. Household Size

In 2000, the average household size (number of persons per occupied unit) in Hernando
County was 2.32 (Table IB-5a), which was slightly lower than the State of Florida
average of 2.46. Renters, who are mostly concentrated in multi-family units, had a
higher household size (2.47) than owners (2.30), who are more heavily concentrated in
single-family units. The highest household sizes were more concentrated adjacent to or
in close proximity to the City of Brooksville, where single-family units predominate (Map
H4). Contrasting with trends over the previous two decades, the average household size
increased between 2000 and 2006 (ACS) in Hernando County, to 2.47 (the State
average rose to 2.49). In addition, the average size of renter households increased to
2.56 and owner-occupied households increased to 2.46 in 2006 ACS (Table IB-5b). This
trend likely reflects the changing age composition of the population in recent years, as
well as the increasing difficulty of finding affordable housing.

6. Seasonal Dwelling Units

In 2000, there were 4,037 vacant dwelling units in Hernando County that were for
seasonal, recreational, or occasional use (Table IB-6a and Map H1), which represents
6.4% of all housing units. By 2006, ACS estimated this number had increased by about
22% to 4,927 units (Table I1B-6b). According to the Florida Department of Business and

2 Hernando County Property Appraiser's GIS Parcel Database, as of April 2007
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Professional Regulation (DBPR), as of December 2007, there were 3,047x licensed
hotel/motel units in Hernando County (Table IB-3). Together, these units house a
seasonal population that contributes to the permanent resident population estimated
above. Considering that many of these units are in vulnerable areas, the proportion of
seasonal units and hotel/motel units that are occupied at any point in time will have an
important impact on the total population that may participate in an evacuation.

7. Vehicles per Household

There were 2,784 (about 5% of the total) Hernando County households in 2000 without
a vehicle, about 65% of these residents were home owners and the remaining 35%
were renters (Table IB-7a). This was lower than the average for the State of Florida as a
whole (8.1%). However, this represents a significant number of households that could
need transportation assistance in the event of a major evacuation. Map H8 shows the
distribution of households without vehicles in 2000. Between 2000 and 2006 (ACS), the
number of households without a vehicle decreased by 637 to 2,147 (Table IB-7b).
Households with a large number of vehicles were more concentrated in the center
portions of the county near the city of Brooksville in 2000 (Map H9). Similar to the
population characteristics, older adults ages 65 years old and over represent a large
percentage of householders without vehicles in Hernando County. In 2000, 1,801
(64.6%) of the householders without vehicles were ages 65 years and over. The humber
of households with 2 or more vehicles rose from 26,788 in 2000 to 36,469 in 2006
(ACS), and the total number of vehicles in households increased to 113,631, up 25,284
in 6 years (Tables IB-8a and IB-8b). In other words, the number of vehicles per
household in Hernando County rose from 1.59 to 1.73 between 2000 and 2006 (ACS),
which could contribute to congestion on the highways in evacuation scenarios.

8. Age Composition

Compared to the State of Florida as a whole, Hernando County has a higher than
average percentage of population ages 65 years and over. In 2000, the population of
Hernando County included 40,459 people who were at least 65 years old, which
represented about 31% of the total population; this compared to 17.6% for the State of
Florida as a whole (Table 1B-9a). About 20% (8,233) of these elderly residents lived
alone (Maps P6 and P7) and many lived in the southwestern portions of the county.
Moreover, 3,039 residents (2.3% of the total) were at least 85 years old. By 2006 (ACS),
the elderly population had increased to 42,617, 25.8% of the total population, and the
number living alone had increased by 1,588 (Table IB-9b and Table 1B-11b). During the
same period, the number of children under 18 increased by 1,526, from 24,603 (18.8%
of the total population) in 2000 to 30,979 (18.7% of the total population) in 2006.
Additionally, 23,462 Hernando County children were of school age (5 to 17 years old) in
2006 (ACS), up from 18,715 in 2000. In 2006, Florida’'s Economic and Demographic
Research estimated that there were 45,476 elderly residents in Hernando County. This
number was projected to increase by 4,712 to 50,188 by 2010. Moreover, the number of
children under 18 increased by 2,166, from 29,653 (about 19% of the total population)
in 2006 to 31,819 (18.3% of the total population) in 2010. The population
characteristics by age group in Hernando County are similar in nature to many of the
growing rural counties in Florida. This is correlated to the ongoing trend of large
numbers of retirees migrating to Florida.
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9. Race / Ethnicity

The Hispanic or Latino population, which includes those born abroad as well as those
born into Hispanic families in the United States, included 6,717 residents (about 5% of
the total population) in 2000 (Table IB-10a), and increased to 13,369 (about 8% of the
total population) in 2006 (Table IB-10b). The Black or African American population also
increased in the last 6 years, from 5,006 (3.8% of the total population) in 2000 to 6,334
(3.8% of the total population) in 2006 ACS. In 2006, Florida’s Economic and
Demographic Research estimated that there were 11,121 Hispanic residents (7.1% of
the total) in Hernando County. This number was projected to increase by 3,842 to
14,963 (8.6% of the total) by 2010. Moreover, the number of Black or African American
population was projected to increase by 603, from 7,406 (4.7% of the total population)
in 2006 to 8,744 (about 5% of the total population) in 2010.

10. Place of Birth and Citizenship

In 2000, about 5% (6,942) of Hernando County residents were born abroad (Map P11).
By 2006 (ACS), there were another 1,525 foreign-born residents living in the County
(Table IB-12b). The vast majority (49.3%) of these residents came from Europe - in
2000, the largest groups were from Western Europe (1,172), Northern Europe (956),
Southern Europe (678), and Eastern Europe (615). Additionally, about 24% (1,645) of
these residents came from the Caribbean and Central and South America - in 2000, the
largest groups were from Cuba (251), Jamaica (235), Mexico (231), Peru (119),
Columbia (114), and Trinidad and Tobago (103). About 32% (2,241) of the foreign-born
residents in 2000 were not citizens (Map P10), a number which increased by 705 in the
first six years of this decade (see Table IB-12a and Table IB-7b). In addition, a vast
majority of the residents of Hernando County in 2000 (about 70%) were born in other
parts of the United States. The remaining residents (22.6%) were born somewhere in
the State of Florida.

11. Linguistic Isolation

Hernando County does not have large percentage of people that are linguistically
isolated (households where no one 14 years or older speaks English "very well").
Because of this, many of the protocols used by other counties, such as simulcasting
evacuation routes or shelters in diverse languages, do not need to be explicitly covered.
However, this does not imply that public awareness initiatives for hurricane evacuations
in diverse languages should not be implemented in the County. In 2000, 927 households
(1.7% of total) were classified as linguistically isolated (Map P9) - Spanish was spoken in
about 43% of these households (Table I1B-13a and Map P9). Additionally, there were
529 linguistically isolated households in 2000 where a language other than Spanish was
spoken (Map P8). In 2006 (ACS), the County had 953 linguistically isolated households -
Spanish was spoken in about 43% of these households (Table 1B-13b).

12. Labor Force

In 2000, 57.4% (62,644) of the population 16 years old and over of Hernando County
was not in the labor force; this was higher than the share of the inactive population of
41.3% in the State of Florida as a whole (Table 1B-15a and Map P14). By 2006 ACS, the
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inactive population in Hernando County had fallen to 50.5% (69,505), compared to
38.6% in the State of Florida (Table 1B-15b). This could be correlated to the large
number of retirees in the County.

13. Poverty Status

The persons below poverty level have a greater risk for injury due to their lack of funds
for both a hurricane defensive residential dwelling as well as the lack of transportation
to a shelter or to evacuate out of the County. There were 13,307 (10.3% of the total
population®) residents in 2000 that lived in households with incomes below the poverty
level. Poverty rates were highest among children (16.4%), but 6.2% of elderly residents
65 years and over also lived below the poverty level (Table IB-16a). The overall poverty
rate increased between 2000 and 2006 (ACS) to 12.4% of the total population. During
the same period, the poverty rate for elderly residents 65 years and over decreased to
4.7% and the rate for children also increased to 22.2% (Table 1B-16b). As previously
noted, the poor elderly, especially those living alone, may represent a significant portion
of those households without vehicles. This constitutes a substantial challenge for
evacuation planning.

14. Small Area Dwelling Unit and Population Data

Hernando County produces its own dwelling unit, household and population estimates
and projections for traffic analysis zones (TAZs) and municipalities at 5-year intervals
out to 2015, in cooperation with the Hernando County Metropolitan Planning
Organization (MPO). However, at the moment, this data is in the process of being
updated and will be furnished in the final draft of this study. This small-area data,
supplemented by TAZ estimates and projections of mobile home units and hotel/motel
units, will be used in the traffic modeling of this study.

B. Future Land Use Analysis
1. Geography

Hernando County is the smallest county, in terms of land area, in the Region and the
6th smallest in the state. It has a total area of approximately 589 square miles (about
306,000 acres), of which 478 square miles (81.2%) are land area and 111 square miles
(18.8%) are water. Hernando is bounded on the east by Sumter, on the south by Pasco,
and the north by Citrus Counties. Hernando, a coastal county, is part of Florida's Nature
Coast. This moniker refers to the vast shoreline that is publicly owned and protected.

2. Population

Hernando County was home to a total resident population of 157,006 (22.3% of the
Region population) in 2006, the majority of which lives outside the boundaries of its two
municipalities, Brooksville and Weeki Wachee. The population in Hernando County is the
second largest in the Region and is expected to continue to increase. Although the
percent of projected population growth from 2006 to 2015 is not the largest in the

® Population for whom poverty status is determined
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Region (23.5%), it is the 18th largest in the state. This growth will be significant, as
Hernando is the most dense county in the Region and the 18th most dense in the state.

3. Land Use

The majority of Hernando County's land area is considered to be suitable for
development, however, approximately 100,995 acres of the land area (31.7%) is
designated for conservation (see Table 1B-17 and Map FLUM). Major conservation areas
include Withlacoochee State Forest, Chassahowitzka Swamp, Chassahowitzka Bay,
Chassahowitzka National Wildlife Refuge, Richloam Wildlife Management Area, Croom
Wildlife Management Area, Weekiwachee Prairie, and Weeki Wachee Swamp.

Residential future land uses account for nearly 169,000 acres, most of which is reserved
for low-density (33.6% of the total future land use area). Another 19.2% is classified as
medium-density residential and the other 0.3% is for high-density residential.
Residential uses are spread throughout, although most of the medium-density can be
found around the County's two municipalities.

The Region's inventory of future land uses also includes, industrial, with 19,955 (6.3%),
followed by mixed-use, with about 16,146 acres (5.1%), commercial/office (1.6%),
recreation/open space (1.3%), and institutional/government (0.8%).

The Hernando County Future Land Use Map is presented on Map FLUM. There are 11
categories identified which represent a consolidation of land use categories identified in
the local government comprehensive plans in the region (See Table IB-17).

® A housing unit is a house, an apartment, a mobile home, a group of rooms, or a single room occupied (or if
vacant, intended for occupancy) as separate living quarters. Separate living quarters are those in which the
occupants live separately from any other people in the building and that have direct access from the outside of the
building or through a common hall. Both occupied and vacant housing units are included in the housing unit
inventory. Boats, recreational vehicles (RVs), vans, tents, and the like are housing units only if they are occupied as
someone’s usual place of residence. Vacant mobile homes are included provided they are intended for occupancy on
the site where they stand. Vacant mobile homes on dealers’ lots, at the factory, or in storage yards are excluded
from the housing inventory. Also excluded from the housing inventory are quarters being used entirely for
nonresidential purposes, such as a store or an office, or quarters used for the storage of business supplies or
inventory.

12 The data on disability status were derived from answers to two long-form questionnaire items. The first was a
two-part question that asked about the existence of the following long-lasting conditions: (a) blindness, deafness, or
a severe vision or hearing impairment (sensory disability) and (b) a condition that substantially limits one or more
basic physical activities, such as walking, climbing stairs, reaching, lifting, or carrying (physical disability). This
guestion was asked of a sample of the population 5 years old and over. The second was a four-part question that
asked if the individual had a physical, mental, or emotional condition lasting 6 months or more that made it difficult
to perform certain activities. The four activity categories were: (a) learning, remembering, or concentrating (mental
disability); (b) dressing, bathing, or getting around inside the home (self-care disability); (c) going outside the home
alone to shop or visit a doctor’s office (going outside the home disability); and (d) working at a job or business
(employment disability). Categories (a) and (b) were asked of a sample of the population 5 years old and over; (c)
and (d) were asked of a sample of the population 16 years old and over. For data products that use a disability
status indicator, individuals were classified as having a disability if any of the following three conditions were true:
(1) they were 5 years old and over and had a response of “yes” to a sensory, physical, mental or self-care disability;
(2) they were 16 years old and over and had a response of “yes” to going outside the home disability; or (3) they
were 16 to 64 years old and had a response of “yes” to employment disability.

13 In response to evidence suggesting that mail respondents reported certain disabilities in error in the 2000 Census
and in the initial years of the ACS, the Census Bureau introduced changes to the ACS questionnaire starting in 2003.
Initial review of the data shows that the question redesign had the expected effect on mail respondents, lowering the
rates of disability overall by reducing over-reporting in go-outside-home disability and employment disability after the

change.

This change affected primarily the respondents in the age range from 16 to 64 years, and makes

comparisons between results of the 2000 Census and the 2006 ACS inappropriate. The 2006 ACS is believed to have

more reliable results.
