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I. DEMOGRAPHIC AND LAND USE ANALYSIS 

A. Population Characteristics and Their Implications for Evacuation 
Dynamics 

1. Overall Population1 

Similar to the rest of Florida, Levy County has experienced large amounts of growth over 
the years. In 1950, Levy County had a population of 10,637. By 2000, the population of 
Levy County increased to 34,450 persons. In 2006, the population of Levy County had 
increased by 4,531 (13.2%) since the 2000 Census. The Florida Legislature's Office of 
Economic and Demographic Research projects the current 2006 population estimate of 
38,981 to grow to 42,545 by 2010 and to 46,259 by 2015 (Table IC-1a). 

 

2. Group Quarters Population 

In 2000, there were 619 Levy County residents living in group quarters (1.8% of the 
population); 534 of these were institutionalized in correctional facilities, nursing homes, 
and juvenile institutions, while the other 85 were in other group quarters, such as 
college dormitories, group homes and military quarters (Table IC-11a and Map P5). The 
remaining 33,831 residents lived in households. Additionally, about 20% of the group 
quarters population was 65 years or older in 2000. 

 

3. Housing Units by Type 

Of the 16,570 housing units in Levy County at the time of the 2000 Census, 42.7% 
(7,073) were single-family, 5.2% (865) were multi-family, and the other 52.1% (8,632) 

                                                 
1 Population estimates and projections customarily distinguish between the permanent resident population in a 
jurisdiction (people who reside in the location year-round or at least half of the time) and the seasonal population 
(people who reside in the location only a portion of the year or who are visitors, such as tourists).  The permanent 
resident population is further broken into those who reside in households (occupied housing units) and those who 
are in group quarters, such as correctional facilities, nursing homes, military quarters, group homes, etc.  The 
decennial census and the Census Bureau’s new American Community Survey (ACS) present results for the permanent 
resident population, but not for the seasonal population.  However, both the census and the ACS present data on 
vacant housing units, including those that are for seasonal use.  Typically, local jurisdictions use these seasonal 
housing unit estimates, along with hotel and motel inventories, to prepare estimates and projections of the seasonal 
population for planning purposes.  The estimates and projections prepared by the University of Florida’s Bureau of 
Economic and Business Research (BEBR) also refer to the permanent resident population.  Most of the data 
presented in this section is drawn from the sample portion of the 2000 Census of Population and Housing (Summary 
File 3) and from the 2006 ACS.  The latter was tabulated only for the 40 counties that had a 2006 population of at 
least 65,000 permanent residents, so there is no 2006 ACS data for the 27 smallest counties in the State of Florida – 
in those counties, the 2006 tables will show “N.A.” in all cells.  Note that the annual ACS is collected for a much 
smaller sample than the 2000 Census, resulting in much larger margins of error.  In addition, there are differences in 
the methodology that can affect the meaning of the data collected.  As a result, comparisons should be made with 
caution.  In some cases, although 2006 ACS data was tabulated for a county, the small sample size resulted in 
insufficient data to fill all of the cells in a given table – in those cases, the 2006 tables will show “N.A.” in selected 
cells. 
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were mobile homes, boats, recreational vehicles (RVs) or others used as dwelling units 
(see Table IC-4a).  Of those units, 2,703 (16.3%) were vacant (Map H2), with the 
highest vacancy rates found among multi-family buildings and among mobile homes. 
Mobile home/RV parks are dispersed throughout Levy County. The County has 25,000± 
acres2 designated for mobile homes. On average, about 17% of the persons in occupied 
dwelling units in the County reside in mobile home units (Table IC-4a).  A listing of the 
mobile home/RV parks is featured in the Critical Facilities Section. Maps H5 and H6 show 
where mobile homes, boats, and RVs were concentrated in 2000. 

4. Occupied Housing Units (Households) 

There were 13,867 occupied housing units (households) in Levy County in 2000, 83.6% 
of which were occupied by owners and 16.4% by renters (Table IC-4a). 

5. Household Size 

In 2000, the average household size (number of persons per occupied unit) in Levy 
County was 2.44 (Table IC-5a), which was slightly lower than the State of Florida 
average of 2.46. Renters, who are mostly concentrated in multi-family units, had a 
higher household size (2.60) than owners (2.41), who are more heavily concentrated in 
single-family units. The highest household sizes were more concentrated adjacent to or 
in close proximity to the cities of Williston and Bronson, where single-family units 
predominate (Map H4). 

6. Seasonal Dwelling Units 

In 2000, there were 1,325 vacant dwelling units in Levy County that were for seasonal, 
recreational, or occasional use (Table IC-6a and Map H1), which represents about 8% of 
all housing units (see Table IC-6a). According to the Florida Department of Business and 
Professional Regulation (DBPR), as of December 2007, there were 987± licensed 
hotel/motel units in Levy County (Table IC-3). Together, these units house a seasonal 
population that contributes to the permanent resident population estimated above. 
Considering that many of these units are in vulnerable areas, the proportion of seasonal 
units and hotel/motel units that are occupied at any point in time will have an important 
impact on the total population that may participate in an evacuation. 

7. Vehicles per Household 

There were 774 (5.6% of the total) Levy County households in 2000 without a vehicle, 
about 60% of these residents were home owners and the remaining 40% were renters 
(Table IC-7a). This was lower than the average for the State of Florida as a whole 
(8.1%). However, this represents a significant number of households that could need 
transportation assistance in the event of a major evacuation. Map H8 shows the 
distribution of households without vehicles in 2000. Households with a large number of 
vehicles were more concentrated near the cities of Chiefland, Bronson, and Williston in 
2000 (Map H9). Similar to the population characteristics, older adults ages 65 years old 
and over represent a large percentage of householders without vehicles in Levy County.

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In 2000, 487 (about 63%) of the householders without vehicles were ages 65 years and 
over. Additionally, there were 7,838 households with 2 or more vehicles and 23,342 
vehicles in households in 2000 (Tables IC-8a and IC-8b). In other words, the number of 
vehicles per household in Levy County was 1.68 in 2000. 

8. Age Composition 

Compared to the State of Florida as a whole, Levy County has a higher than average 
percentage of population ages 65 years and over. In 2000, the population of Levy 
County included 6,173 people who were at least 65 years old, which represented about 
24% of the total population; this compared to 17.6% for the State of Florida as a whole 
(Table IC-9a). About 28% (1,731) of these elderly residents lived alone (Maps P6 and 
P7) and many lived in the eastern portions of the county (Table IC-11a). Moreover, 453 
residents (1.3% of the total) were at least 85 years old. In 2000, Levy had 8,140 
children under 18 (23.6% of the total population) and 6,191 (about 18% of the total 
population) children were of school age (5 to 17 years old). In 2006, Florida’s Economic 
and Demographic Research estimated that there were 7,386 elderly residents in Levy 
County. This number was projected to increase by 963 to 8,349 by 2010. Moreover, the 
number of children under 18 increased by 497, from 8,813 (about 23% of the total 
population) in 2006 to 9,310 (about 22% of the total population) in 2010 (Table IC-1a). 
The population characteristics by age group in Levy County are similar in nature to many 
of the growing rural counties in Florida. This is correlated to the ongoing trend of large 
numbers of retirees migrating to Florida. 

9. Race / Ethnicity 

The Hispanic or Latino population, which includes those born abroad as well as those 
born into Hispanic families in the United States, included 1,406 residents (about 4% of 
the total population) in 2000. Additionally, the Black or African American population was 
3,678 (about 11% of the total population) in 2000 (Table IC-10a). In 2006, Florida’s 
Economic and Demographic Research estimated that there were 2,215 Hispanic 
residents (about 6% of the total) in Levy County. This number was projected to increase 
by 1,050 to 3,265 (about 8% of the total) by 2010. Moreover, the number of Black or 
African American population was projected to increase by 200, from 4,102 (10.5% of 
the total population) in 2006 to 4,302 (about 10% of the total population) in 2010 (see 
Table IC-2a). 

10. Place of Birth and Citizenship 

In 2000, about 3% (894) of Levy County residents were born abroad (Table IC-12a and 
Map P11). About 30% of these residents came from Europe - in 2000, the largest 
groups were from Western Europe (113), Northern Europe (81), Eastern Europe (57), 
and Southern Europe (16). Moreover, about 41% (370) of these residents came from 
the Caribbean and Central and South America - in 2000, the largest groups were from 
Mexico (222), Cuba (65), Guatemala (16), Columbia (10), Ecuador (10), and Guyana 
(9). About 45% (2,241) of the foreign-born residents in 2000 were not citizens (Map 
P10). During the same year, a vast majority of the residents of Levy County (about 
45%) were born in other parts of the United States. The remaining residents (about 
51%) were born somewhere in the State of Florida. 
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11. Linguistic Isolation 

Levy County does not have large percentage of people that are linguistically isolated 
(households where no one 14 years or older speaks English "very well"). Because of 
this, many of the protocols used by other counties, such as simulcasting evacuation 
routes or shelters in diverse languages, do not need to be explicitly covered. However, 
this does not imply that public awareness initiatives for hurricane evacuations in diverse 
languages should not be implemented in the County. In 2000, 194 households (1.4% of 
total) were classified as linguistically isolated (Map P9) - Spanish was spoken in about 
92% of these households (Table IC-13a). Additionally, there were 16 linguistically 
isolated households in 2000 where a language other than Spanish was spoken (Map P8). 

12. Labor Force 

In 2000, 24.7% (13,588) of the population 16 years old and over of Levy County was 
not in the labor force (Map P14); this was significantly lower than the share of the 
inactive population of 41.3% in the State of Florida as a whole (Table IC-15a). 

13. Poverty Status 

The persons below poverty level have a greater risk for injury due to their lack of funds 
for both a hurricane defensive residential dwelling as well as the lack of transportation 
to a shelter or to evacuate out of the County. There were 6,263 (about 19% of the total 
population3) residents in 2000 that lived in households with incomes below the poverty 
level. Poverty rates were highest among children (about 27%), but about 13% of elderly 
residents 65 years and over also lived below the poverty level (Table IC-16a and Map 
P16). As previously noted, the poor elderly, especially those living alone, may represent 
a significant portion of those households without vehicles. This constitutes a substantial 
challenge for evacuation planning. 

14. Small Area Dwelling Unit and Population Data 

Currently, Levy County does not produce its own dwelling unit, household and 
population estimates and projections for traffic analysis zones (TAZs).  As such, this 
section of the study has been omitted due to lack of corresponding data. 

B. Future Land Use Analysis 

1. Geography  

Levy County is the second largest county, in terms of land area, in the Region and the 
7th largest in the state. It has a total area of approximately 1,412 square miles (about 
903,883 acres), of which 1,118 square miles (79.2%) are land area and 294 square 
miles (20.8%) are water. Levy County is bounded on the east by Marion, on the south 
by Citrus, and the north by Alachua, Gilchrist, and Dixie Counties. Levy, a coastal 
county, is part of Florida's Nature Coast. This moniker refers to the vast shoreline that is 
publicly owned and protected.

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2. Population  

Levy County was home to a total resident population of 38,981 (5.3% of the Region 
population) in 2006, the majority of which lives outside the boundaries of its eight 
municipalities, Bronson, Cedar Key, Chiefland, Fanning Springs, Inglis, Otter Creek, 
Williston, and Yankeetown. With the smallest population in the Region and a large land 
mass, Levy was the least dense county in the Region and the 13th least dense county in 
the state in 2006. Although the population is expected to continue to increase, the 
percent of projected population growth from 2006 to 2015 is the second smallest in the 
Region (19.6%).  

3. Land Use  

The majority of Levy County's land area is considered to be suitable for development, 
however, approximately 131,010 acres of the land area (17.98%) is designated for 
conservation (see Table IC-17 and Map FLUM). Major conservation areas include Goethe 
Wildlife Management Area, Gulf Hammock Wildlife Management Area, Cedar Key Scrub 
State Reserve, Lower Suwanee National Wildlife Refuge, Cedar Keys National Wildlife 
Refuge, and Waccasassa Bay State Preserve.  

Residential future land uses account for nearly 583,000 acres, most of which  is reserved 
for low-density (77.0% of the total future land use area).  Another 2.9% is classified as 
medium-density residential and the other 0.1% is for high-density residential.  
Residential uses are spread throughout, although most of the medium-density can be 
found in the County's eight municipalities. 

The Region's inventory of future land uses also includes, commercial/office, industrial, 
with 5721 acres (1.6%), followed by institutional/government (0.5%), and agriculture 
(0.3%).  

The Levy County Future Land Use Map is presented on Map FLUM. There are 11 
categories identified which represent a consolidation of land use categories identified in 
the local government comprehensive plans in the region (See Table IC-17).

Separate living quarters are those in which the 
occupants live separately from any other people in the building and that have direct access from the outside of the 
building or through a common hall.  Both occupied and vacant housing units are included in the housing unit 
inventory.  Boats, recreational vehicles (RVs), vans, tents, and the like are housing units only if they are occupied as 
someone’s usual place of residence.  Vacant mobile homes are included provided they are intended for occupancy on 
the site where they stand.  Vacant mobile homes on dealers’ lots, at the factory, or in storage yards are excluded 
from the housing inventory.  Also excluded from the housing inventory are quarters being used entirely for 
nonresidential purposes, such as a store or an office, or quarters used for the storage of business supplies or 
inventory.
